Community Garden

The intercultural community garden Roda-Roda-Gasse transforms the green buffer zone of an apartment building in Vienna’s 21st district into a garden with a multitude of uses.

One half of the garden consists of 25 plots for 25 families. Measuring ten to fifteen square meters each, these patches form a multicolored mosaic of varied vegetation. They are arranged to both sides of a central path that opens into a small space with a water tap. Flowers, but also vegetables and fruit are grown on the individual patches. In the course of the gardening season, the colorful collage constantly changes with sowing, growing, flowering, ripening and harvesting.

The other half of the green space is used as a communal garden. It has an apple tree and a garden shed, as well as portable tables and benches so that the residents can make the best of the sun and the shade. Communal flowerbeds and berry bushes are an invitation to work on the garden together.

With a lot of enthusiasm, a cheerful garden was created out of an ordinary green buffer and lawn. Together, the residents of the adjoining public housing complex and their families dig, plant, sow, water, weed, harvest, chat, swap, enjoy, eat, make presents, laugh, argue, play, create, build, spend time and enrich their everyday lives.
